“The key findings of the previous investigations which warrant corrective action and ate the subjects of the
current RAW are summarized as follows: '

Whitestone conducted limited geophysiéal surveys using ground penetrating radar (GPR) and
magunetic equipment to evaluate the site for the potential presence of additional on-site underground
storage tanks (USTs) and other subsurface anomalies in the vicinity of the former Bell Telephone

- Company building (Bell Building) and former Hamilton Laundry Building. The geophysical surveys

did not identify subsurface anomalies indicative of buried USTs in the vicinity of the former
Hamilton Laundry Building. However, two anomalies indicative of suspected gasoline and waste
oil USTs were identified to the southeast of the former Bell Building,

Whitestone conducted a Geoprobe soil boring investigation and sampling program to evaluate areas
of cancern (AOCs) associated with historic site use. A total of 161 borings were installed .
throughout the site to evaluate 24 AOCs, Laboratoty analyses of soil samples collected from the
“borings 1glex’xt1ﬁed volatile organic (VO) compounds, base neutral (BN) organic compounds, metals,
pesticides, and polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) at concentrations exceeding the applicable NJDEP
Soil Remediation Standards (SRS) in shallow fill matenal throughout the site. " Localized impacts..
to native soil resulting from the presence of 1mpacted fill material and surface spills have also beena- '
documented.

Eleven temporary wellpoints (T'WPs) were installed during Whitestone’s Geoprobe investigation,
and 20 permanent groundwater monitor wells were installed using a combination of hollow stem
auger (HSA) and air percussion rotary (APR) drilling equipment. Whitestone installed nine new
shallow overburden monitor wells (MW-8 through MW-16), eight deep overburden monitor wells
(MW-1D through MW-8D), and three bedrock monitor wells (MW-1BR through MW-3BR) in an
effort to horizontally and vertically delineate documented groundwater contamination. The 20 new
wells and seven existing shallow monitor wells were sampled to further evaluate groundwater
conditions at the subject property, Laboratory analyses of groundwater samples collected from on-
site monitor wells detected select VOs and metals at concentrations exceeding the NJDEP Ground
Water Quality Standards (GWQS),

Residential SRS.
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Laboratory analyses of historic fill material characterization samples collected throughout the site during the
prior Rlactivities documented contamination at concentrations above NIDEP*s Residential, Non-Residential,
and Impact to Groundwater SRS, Howevet, laboratory analyses of monitor well samples indicate only select
VO compounds and select metals at concentrations above the GWQS in groundwater at the site, The
dissolved VO plume is attributed to surface releases of chlorinated solvents (to be addressed during in-sity
treatment) and the metals may be atiributable to suspended sediment in the samples.

 Theproposed insstRA generally consists of excavating the chlorinated VO impacted soil aveas to facilitate
physical blendling with a reagent mixture of sodium persulfate, hydrogen peroxide, sodivm bicarbonate, and
potassium permangdnate, The reagent mixture will be demgned to oxidize the chlormated VO contamination -
in soil. Tn addition, groundwater encountered within the excavations will be treated by direct application of
the chemical reagent mixture. Preliminary evaludtion of the site contaminant conditions and treatment area
dimensions indicate that approximately 15,000 pounds of sodium persulfate, 150,000 pounds.of hydrogen
peroxide, 500 pounds of sodium bicarbonate, and 40,000 pounds potassium permanganate will be necessary
for oxidation. The treatment acnvitms are anticipated to take approximately 20 days.

422 Speciﬁcation of Treatment Areas

Bight treatment areas have been selected based on the historic sampling and analyses data for the site. The
treatment areas are identified as Area 1 through Arca 8 on Fi gure 3 (Proposed In-Situ Soil Remediation &
UST Closure Plan). The treatment areas are “hot spots” where.chlotinated VO's exceed 1,0 milligrams per
kilogram (mg/kg). Figure 3 includes a table which identifics the estimated dimens'ions_ of the treatiment areas

Since the RI activities previously completed at the site provide only
partial delineation for the treatment areas, confirmatory sampling will be conducted to evaluate both the
effectiveness of remediation within the treatment a_réas and to insure that the dimensions of the treatment
areas are sufficient to remediate the “hot spots”.
